The health and safety of everyone attending mass is very im-
portant adhering to HSE guidelines seating capacity is greatly
reduced. When number exceeds agreed limit we intend to
switch on the outside speakers so mass can be heard from peo-
ples cars. Capacity varies in all three churches. As a result of
this Connolly and Inch Churches will not re-open for Sunday
Mass at the moment.

Holy
Communion will be distributed only in the Hand. Holy Com-
munion will be distributed at the very end of mass observing
social distancing. The Priest/Eucharistic Minister will wear a
face mask and sanitise their hands before and after distributing
Holy Communion. 6.) Exit from the church as directed by the
stewards.

Bereave-
ment not only affects the family, but also friends, work col-
leagues, teachers and neighbours. Following the death of
someone close, we may experience strong and conflicting
emotions. Grief can be powerful and feel overwhelming. Any-
one affected by grief is invited to view this pre-recorded talk,
which is designed to give general information on grief and
bereavement to bereaved people, their family and
friends. Please allow yourself some quiet time to listen to the
talk. It may be helpful to listen with someone else for support
or, if that is not possible, to talk to someone over the phone
afterwards. The information is recorded in two parts, which
are approximately 35 minutes in total. You may like to light a
candle to remember the deceased or have a photograph of
them beside you as you listen to the presentation.
